The Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks Commission have tentatively classified the following exotic species:

Uncontrolled: The following exotic wildlife may be possessed, sold, purchased, exchanged, or transported within the state without a permit.  All animals being imported into the state require a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection from a veterinarian and an importation permit from the Montana Department of Livestock:

African pygmy hedgehog (Atelerix albiventris, Atelerix algirus)

Bennetts and Tammar Wallaby (Macropus rufugriseus, Macropus eugenii)

Sugar gliders (Petaurus breviceps)

Prohibited: The importation, transportation or possession of the following species of live wildlife or hybrids thereof, including viable embryos or gametes, is prohibited:

Snakehead fish (Genus Channa and Parachanna, 29 species)

Black carp (Mylopharyngodon piceus)

Grass carp (Ctenopharyngodon idella)

Silver carp (Hypophthalmichthys molitrix)

Boomslang (Dispholidus typus)

Burrowing asps (All species in family Atractaspidae)

Coral snakes (All species in family Elapidae)

Cobras (All species in family Elapidae)
Kraits (All species in family Elapidae)
Mambas (All species in family Elapidae)
Australian elapids (All species in family Elapidae)
Pit vipers and true vipers (All species in family Viperidae (except species indigenous to Montana))

African clawed frog (Xenopus laevis)

North American bullfrog (Rana catesbeiana)

Short tailed opposum (Monodelphis domestica)
Nutria (Myocastor coypus)

Rusty crayfish (Orconectes rusticus)

New Zealand mudsnail (Potamopyrgus antipodarum)

Zebra mussel (Dreissena polymorpha)
