They eat any

food they can get their huge mouths

around. Sculpin also are important prey for

trout. That’s why many angler flies, like the

muddler minnow, imitate sculpin. As

Montana streams grow warmer, however,

the sculpin's range gets smaller. Concerned

about these changes, biologists are studying

sculpin and uncovering their secrets.
